


Development 
update
Greenvale Lakes is flourishing and is 
already home to nearly 300 households 
with the first homes now under 
construction in the popular Parklands 
precinct. 

The development of the wetlands in 
Stage 10a is well underway, with work 
on the ponds now completed. Footings 
to the footbridge near the ponds are in 
place and planting in the wetland will 
start soon.

Residents will have noticed that the 
fenced playground within the wetlands 
park is now operational and is already a 
hit with local children.

Civil works construction has started on 
Stages 11c and 14, with titles expected 
in September and December 2011 
respectively. 

Stages 11a, 11b, 12a, 12b and 13a have 
been registered and construction on 
homes is expected soon.

Peet has worked very closely with 
Melbourne Water and a talented team 
of specialists, to engineer a bund that 
will protect the Greenvale Reservoir.  

The bund is a barrier designed to 
prevent overflow of water in the event 
of extreme storm conditions from 
entering the Greenvale Reservoir 
ensuring that the water quality within 
the reservoir, which supplies close to 
25% of Melbourne’s drinking water, is 
not compromised. 

Upon completion, the bund will be 
the first of its kind ever constructed, a

bespoke piece of engineering design 
and construction. 

The bund will incorporate more than 
1.45 kms of native grass planting, 
which will act as an anti-scouring 
measure limiting damage to the bund 
and protecting it’s structural integrity in 
the event of a severe storm.   

The bund will incorporate a footpath 
that will follow its length. It is planned 
that this will form the first section of a 
proposed shared footpath/ bike trail that 
will circle the entire length of the bund 
and connect all the Peet communities in 
the northern/ Greenvale region.

Greenvale Lakes’ Parklands precinct 
continues to be a big drawcard for 
homebuyers, with lots in the Villandry 
Release snapped up quickly. 

More than 230 homesites within 
Parklands have been sold since the 
launch of Greenvale Lakes in 2009. 

Sales Representative Alex Benicci, who 
joined the Greenvale Lakes team at the 
end of 2010, said the location of the 
Parkland precinct’s homesites were a big 
attraction for homebuyers.

“The location of the Parklands precinct, 
with its links to James Mirrams Drive, 
Kolbe Catholic College and the new 
parkland area have been real winners 
with homebuyers,” said Alex.

Sales update

Greenvale Lakes residents and the wider 
Greenvale community are set to benefit 
from the City of Hume’s draft 2011-2012 
Budget, which has allocated significant 
funding to improve local roads, 
pathways, and sports and recreation 
facilities.

Hume Mayor, Councillor Helen 
Patsikatheodorou confirmed that the 
overall budget includes $5.33 million 
for community sporting facilities and 
reserves, $5.07 million to improve and 
construct new footpaths and drainage 
works; and $9.51 million for better roads 
and traffic works.

“Council is working to meet the needs 
of current and future generations by 
providing the facilities and services that 
local family’s need,” Cr Patsikatheodorou 
said. 

“We also have listened to the 
community and our investment in 
community facilities, services and 
infrastructures are important to meet the 
expectations of our growing population.”

Greenvale’s Barrymore Road Recreation 
Reserve, asphalting surrounds and 
landscape improvement works at 
Greenvale Skate Park, and a new 
playspace and pavilion for Greenvale 
Recreation Reserve. Allocations have 
also been made for the development 
of district outdoor recreation facilities 
for cricket and soccer in the Greenvale 
Lakes East area.

Local roads will continue to improve, 
with the section of Aitken Boulevard 
(E14) between Candlebark Drive to 
Fairways Boulevard receiving funding for 
the creation of a single carriageway in 
each direction. 

Pedestrians and cyclists will enjoy a new 
dual-use pathway along Somerton Road 
from Pascoe Vale Road to the Greenvale 
Reservoir.
